The Austrian Tirol is a picture perfect landscape, characterised by lush alpine meadows, 
crystal clear lakes and spectacular mountain ranges. It’s a destination that captivates all 
who visit and our itinerary is a great way to enjoy some of the highlights this region has 
to o� er. With hotel accommodation in the heart of Kufstein – the pearl of the Tirol with 
its majestic castle and gentle � owing river, we include no less than four historic railway 
journeys and two cruises which reveal a wealth of Austrian treasures.

Day 1: London – Kufstein
We journey from London to Paris by Eurostar 
and continue by TGV to Munich, where our 
awaiting coach takes us to Kufstein – the pearl of 
the Tirol and our base for the next seven nights.

Day 2: Kufstein
Today is free for you to explore our charming 
resort. The emblem of the town is its majestic 
fortress, which proudly stands on its own hilltop 
above the Inn river. This is where the world’s 
biggest open air organ can be heard after the 
daily midday bells ring out. Romerhofgasse is 
another highlight, a medieval lane in the old 
town, with overhanging arches, lanterns and 
ornate facades.

Day 3: Zell am See, Pinzgau Train & Kitzbühel
A coach journey into the neighbouring Salzburg 
region takes us to the resort of Zell am See. Here 
we join the Pinzgau train, considered the most 
attractive narrow gauge railway in Austria, and 
enjoy a panoramic journey through the Salzach 
valley to Mittersill. We continue by coach, 
stopping at the stylish resort of Kitzbühel.

Day 4: Lake Wolfgangsee Cruise & 
Schafbergbahn Railway
We travel by coach into the breathtaking region 
of Salzkammergut to visit the famous resorts of 

St Wolfgang and St Gilgen. Located on the shores 
of Lake Wolfgangsee, these picturesque towns 
o� er a peaceful retreat amid stunning scenery. 
Enjoy an included cruise on the clear waters of 
Lake Wolfgangsee and an included journey on 
the Schafbergbahn Railway, a historic steam train 
to the summit of Mount Schafberg.

Day 5: Kufstein or Innsbruck by train
Enjoy another day at leisure in Kufstein, or 
perhaps make your way to nearby Salzburg, 
birthplace of Mozart and the location for 
The Sound of Music. You can explore the old 
town, Mirabell Gardens, the cathedral and 
Hohensalzburg Fortress. Innsbruck is also easily 
accessible by train from Kufstein.

Day 6: Ziller Valley
Today we include a full day coach excursion into 
the Ziller valley. From the town of Fügen, we join 
the Zillertalbahn Railway, which encompasses 
breathtaking views of mountain pastures and 
forests, leading up to the magni� cent Zillertal 
Alps. During the journey we enjoy some music 
and a glass of local schnapps, before stopping at 
the famous ski resort of Mayrhofen.

Day 7: Achenseebahn Railway & Lake 
Achensee Cruise
Lake Achensee is our destination today, the 
largest lake in the Tirol. We travel by coach 
and stop at Jenbach to join the Achenseebahn 
Railway for a romantic journey, driven by the 
world’s oldest steam cog locomotives. On 
reaching the lake high in the mountains, you can 
enjoy an included cruise to Scholastika for more 
fabulous views of the Tirol.

Day 8: Kufstein – London
We travel by ICE trains to Brussels via Cologne, 
where we join Eurostar for the return journey to 
London.
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
